Minutes from HCWC parent meeting

Tuesday February 10, 2009
6:30 pm.

(Approx. 80 interested parents and youth present)

This meeting was opened by John Sanderson welcoming all wrestlers and parents. Mr. Sanderson then presented a power points presentation about what the wrestling club would be about.

The presentation included the following:

USA Wrestling Club Structure

· all wrestlers must register at USA Wrestling

· there would be a fee of $30 to $35

· must have a Board of Directors

· the club falls under nonprofit status

Local Club

· there would be a fee of $20 to $25 (which would include t-shirt and shorts)The consensus of those in attendance was that a local club fee of $30 would be appropriate

· practices would be held on Tuesdays and Thursdays

· there would be 18 practices, which would be held from 2/24 – 4/30, off the week of Spring Break

· possible practice sites were discussed, CHHS, PHS, Tuscola, and the old Crabtree School

· the club would be named Haywood County Wrestling Club

· there was a discussion of making a website

The next item discussed was the selection of the Club officers/Board of Directors. At this point Mr. Sanderson asked for parent volunteers to fill the positions. Listed below are the Board members.

· President- Greg Underwood who later resigned. Position is now held by Paul Haney

· Vice President- Brent Wightman

· Treasurer- Christine Faulkner

· Secretary- Leslie Massie

Approval of the initial slate of officers was unanimous by those in attendance.
At this point medical and waiver forms were handed out to all parents to have filled out and returned on the first practice night.

The next item discussed was appointing a Committee of Program Volunteers, needed are people to help with the following: 

· Coaching

· Info/Public Relations

· Tournament Committee

· Food and Refreshment

· Travel (carpooling to tournaments)

A paper was passed around to all parents to sign up if interesting in helping in any of the above areas.

The last item discussed was having a Haywood County Youth Wrestling Jamboree. This event would be:

· Sponsored by Pisgah and Tuscola wrestling programs.

· There would be a fee of $5 to $10

· School system insurance would provide liability coverage because of being limited to Haywood County School System students only.

· Target Group- 2nd -6th  graders

· There will be introductory clinics held on Sat. March 7th , 14th , and 21st 

· The Tournament would be held on Saturday March 28th 

It was also discussed that the club would sell refreshments during the practices and at the Tournament. Volunteers were asked to help with this. This would be a fund raising event for the club.

At this point the meeting was closed with a question/answer period. After this, Mr. Sanderson met briefly with the Board Members. In this meeting, opening a bank account in the clubs name was discussed. Before opening an account, the By-Laws needed to be written, and the decision needed about who would sign checks. It was decided that the President and Treasurer would be the two people to sign all checks. The Board also discussed a club website. Mr. Charles Marth volunteered to put together the website. After this, the next Board Meeting was set for 7pm, Tuesday February 17th, 2009 at Shoney’s.
